AAll new students, graduate and undergraduate, whose native language is not English, and who have not
achieved the above TOEFL or IELTS scores in the past 2 years, must take the Schiller English Placement Test

to enter their degree program. This can be taken at any of the Schiller campuses where they wish to register
and study.

AThe Schiller English Placement test score determines whether or not a student will be required to take
additional English language instruction. If the test results indicate that the student does not need any more
English language instruction, the student will be able to register for their regular university studies.
